3. Footswitch On/O� – Press the footswitch to turn your reverb on or o�.  When the LED is lit the 
e�ect is on. 

4. Mix – Adjusts the amount of reverb in your signal.

5. Dwell – Adjusts the intensity of the reverb e�ect.

6. 9V DC Power Supply Input – Use a 9VDC 200ma 2.1 negative tip regulated adapter (not 
included).
